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International Paper Courtland Mill

2012 Auburn Pulp and Paper Foundation (APPF) Engineering Scholarship 

International Paper Courtland Mill has partnered with the Auburn Pulp and Paper Foundation (APPF) to create the Courtland Mill Auburn Pulp and Paper Foundation Engineering Scholarship Fund.  The goal is to provide a scholarship to a highly qualified student who is pursuing an undergraduate degree in the field of engineering at Auburn University.  

The scholarship award is based on academic performance (GPA, ACT standardized test scores, and academic rigor), leadership potential (extracurricular and community service activities), critical thinking skills, and career goals (relevant to the Mill or local community needs). Diversity and local school representation are integral components of the selections process and enrollment in one of the pulp, paper and bio-resource specializations in chemical, electrical or mechanical engineering.

Scholarship Award
Freshman year scholarship of one-half in-state tuition. Upon satisfactory performance, the scholarship would continue in subsequent years advancing to full in–state tuition by the senior year. For Courtland Mill-named scholarship, a student would not receive both a Mill and Auburn Pulp & Paper Foundation scholarship (e.g. student would either qualify for one or the other).  However, if the Mill has several good candidates, one could be chosen as the Mill candidate and other scholarship applicants may qualify under the normal Auburn Foundation scholarship program.  

Scholarship Eligibility

Any permanent resident students of  Colbert, Franklin, Lauderdale, Lawrence, Limestone, Morgan, and Madison counties in Alabama, and, all students of Courtland Mill employees entering Auburn University as a freshman in chemical, electrical or mechanical engineering in August, 2012.  A permanent resident student is defined as someone whose official residence has been established for 366 consecutive days and is enrolled in one of the targeted county schools. 
Scholarship Criteria 

Student application portfolios are evaluated on academic achievement, leadership potential, and the ability to apply critical thinking skills. Student applicants with a desire to pursue a degree in an engineering field crucial to the future success of the Mill will be given priority consideration.

Academic Achievement and Potential

Students are expected to have challenged themselves as fully as their school allows in course selection. This includes both quantity and quality of courses.  Student performance is expected to be of high quality as demonstrated by grades and ACT test scores. Academic transcripts will provide the basis for evaluating these components. A very good high school GPA is expected, and an ACT score of 27 or above is required, with some exceptions depending on overall background of the candidate.  Continuation of the scholarship beyond the freshman year requires a minimum GPA of 3.0 and diligent effort to secure a Co-Op or Internship position at the Courtland Mill.
Leadership Potential

The applicant’s leadership potential, including demonstrated initiative and responsibility, is evaluated based on letters of recommendation, a personal interview (if invited), and other components of the application portfolio. Evaluation of the applicant’s leadership potential will include participation in extracurricular activities at school and/or the community. Extra weight will be given to leadership experience versus participation.

Ability to Apply Critical Thinking Skills

The applicant’s ability to apply critical thinking skills, including demonstrated problem solving skills, is evaluated based on two letters of recommendation, the essay, and other components of the application portfolio. We strongly encourage applicants to submit one community service/extracurricular activity and one academic letter of recommendation that will best demonstrate skills in this area.

How to Apply

Students interested in seeking a Courtland Mill Auburn Pulp and Paper Foundation Scholarship must submit a complete application portfolio that contains the following:

· Application form 

· Official academic transcripts (covering at least 2 most recent years) 

· Copy of ACT scores 

· Two letters of recommendation 

· Essay of approximately 250 words 

· Wallet size photograph (for publication purposes only; not used during applicant assessment)

Personal interview invitations may be extended to finalists being considered.
Deadlines and Awards Process 

Applications must be postmarked by February 17 25, 2012, and awards for the 2012–2013 academic years will be announced in April, 2012. 
The Courtland Mill Auburn Pulp and Paper Scholarship Selections Committee reviews all applications, conducts interviews, and makes recommendations to the Auburn Pulp and Paper Foundation Scholarship and Recruitment Committee. The APPF Committee makes all final decisions.

Scholarship Expectations

The scholarship is intended to attract a very high quality student willing to make a strong early commitment to prepare for a career in the pulp and paper industry. A student who is awarded the Courtland APPF scholarship must be enrolled as a full-time student with a minimum of 12 credit hours per semester/quarter. Awardee is expected to maintain a 3.0 cumulative GPA.

Career Opportunities

A scholarship recipient will have the opportunity to apply for Co-Op employment at the Courtland Mill.  Students offered a position are able to work under the guidance of an engineering professional career mentor and benefit from an integrated education and employment plan.
